PRESIDENT’S REPORT – MRS. CHAMBERS

ADOPT 2012 GENERAL FUND BUDGET

Motion by Alfano/Glab to adopt the 2012 General Fund Budget a balanced budget in the amount of $1,478,612.00 duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

ADOPT 2012 SEWER FUND BUDGET

Motion by Bittner/Alfano to adopt the 2012 sewer fund budget in the amount of $1,543,930.40 duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

ADOPT 2012 HIGHWAY AID FUND BUDGET

Motion by Mariscotti/Glab to adopt the Highway Aid Fund Budget in the amount of $199,252.00 duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

ADOPT 2012 TAX ORDINANCE #532

Mrs. Chambers stated that Mr. Maddiex has stated the outside bulletin board has not been updated for the past year so with council’s permission Mr. Maddiex would like to be the curator of the bulletin board.

Motion by Alfano/Mariscotti to have Mr. Maddiex be the curator for the bulletin board duly carried with all members present stating aye.

PUBLIC HEALTH – MR. BITTNER

Mr. Bittner stated he & Mr. Tuday were talking and snow guard were put on this side of the building many years ago, but the entrance to the police department in the back has no snow guards and we have the snow and ice falling down there all the time. He has gotten two prices, one from the internet and we’d have a heck of a time getting because you need a credit card and all that but the local supplier would be 84 Lumber at $17.39 each and we need 60 of them for a total of $1,043.40. 


Motion by Bittner/Mariscotti to purchase 60 snow guards in the amount of $1,043.40 to be paid for from the gaming money duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

DECLININNG OFFER OF EMPLOYMENT – MR. BEHRENS

Mr. Alfano stated we have received a call from Mr. Behrens and he is withdrawing his name from consideration for the zoning officer position and he asked Ernie how to phrase the motion to accept it. Mr. DeHaas stated a motion to acknowledge and accept the communication from Mr. Behrens that he is declining the offer of Zoning/Code Enforcement officer.
Motion by Alfano/Bittner to acknowledge and accept the communication from Mr. Behrens that he is declining the offer of Zoning/Code Enforcement officer duly carried with all members present stating aye.

HMT LETTER

Mr. Alfano stated he has received a letter from Mr. Treschow from HMT concerning Limitation of services to the Borough for 2012 and Mr. Alfano read the letter. Mr. Alfano stated in light of Mr. Behrens decision he would say we still need to retain HMT’s service for at least a 3 month period because we need the services of a certified building and maintenance inspector and we don’t have that with our assistant at this time.

Mr. Alfano made a motion to retain HMT for at least three months and put out advertisements for employment. Mr. Alfano stated we won’t need Mr. Cottril here more than two days a week at this time since we aren’t real busy and we’re going to keep them as our commercial inspector also. Mrs. Chambers asked if Shannon has accepted. Mr. Alfano stated Shannon has accepted but we have to talk about that as well.

Motion by Alfano/Mariscotti to retain HMT until March 31, 2012 with an option for a three month extension to possibly go through June 30th duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

MAYOR’S REPORT – CASEY DURDINES
HIRE PART TIME OFFICERS – KIMBALL & GRUBICH
Mayor stated that he and Chief interviewed these two individuals and he introduced Dave Kimball and Colby Grubich and he and Chief are recommending that they be hired part time. Mayor asked them to tell council where they are currently working and what their intentions are. Both applicants gave a brief statement to council.
