MINUTES – Regular Meeting of March 10, 2011
Motion by Bridges/Roberts to adopt the minutes of the regular meeting of March 10, 2011 duly carried with all members present stating aye.

PUBLIC COMMENT

SECRETARY/TREASURERS REPORT- MS. EVANS

Ms. Evans read the accounts payable and balances effective March 31, 2011
ENGINEER –MR. BROWER
Mr. Brower presented a power point presentation of the sewer project cost projections from the onset of the project and now. He stated the reason for doing this now is that he is negotiating the loan terms with Penn Vest and he’s hoping we can close that loan out for basically half of its value. 

Mr. Brower suggested consolidating the sewer accounts to 6 accounts so it is easier to follow and track the accounts. Mr. DeHaas stated that he would like to review the bond and Penn vest documents to make sure there are no stipulations that state they must be kept in separate accounts. Mr. Bittner asked if when this was presented to Cypher & Cypher if they were given a hard copy also. Ms. Evans stated that she emailed the flow chart submitted by Mr. Brower to Cypher & Cypher and they responded with they do not see a problem with it. There was some further discussion and council wanted to discuss it further with the Auditor and Solicitor before making any decision. 
FINANCE -MRS. BRIDGES 

Motion by Mrs. Bridges/Alfano to approve the bills duly carried with all members present voting yes.

PUBLIC HEALTH- MR. BITTNER

Mr. Bittner stated that Shirley did get us a quote on a polycom sound station and what it is it sits on the desk and it is used for conference calling. She tried to get a loaner but they had it out already so she will get us one to have here for the next meeting. If we purchase it and we can use it for all conference calls. We’ll look further into that at the next meeting then. Mrs. Bridges asked we’ll be able to test it before we purchase it. Mr. Bittner stated yes they are loaning it to us to test prior to the next meeting. 
BOROUGH ASSOCIATION BANQUET

Motion by Bittner/Roberts that we take an ad out in the Borough Associations for $50.00 and council will chip in to pay it back duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes. Mrs. Chambers added that we have a $25.00 donation for that ad from Fayette Engineering.
STREETSCAPE – UNION STREET TO END OF TOWN

Mr. Bittner stated there has been correspondence between the Engineer on that project and Penn dot and so far Penn dot has asked questions and has gotten their answers. He has not gotten any updates since last week. He stated hopefully Redevelopment Authority may be able to get that out for bid in the next month or so. 

WORKERS COMPENSATION POLICY

Mr. Bittner stated every time we have someone on workman’s compensation and he knows they had it in the Street Department several years ago but we just never had a policy on how to handle those specifics.

Motion by Bittner/Alfano that council work in conjunction with the Solicitor to adopt a Workers Compensation Policy for here at the borough that is inclusive of all departments so we know how to handle things when they come up duly carried with all members present voting yes.

PUBLIC HOUSING – MR. ALFANO

ZONING UPDATE

Mr. Alfano reported a deposit in the amount of $6,048. 00 for March for checks received for rental units and so forth, building permits, subdivision applications and so on and so forth. which brings the total for the year to $13,983.00, so there is good activity there and we’re not even to the rental inspection season yet.  He stated we have had an extra code enforcement gentleman from HMT to help us out for the last couple of weeks and he’s been concentrating strictly on code violations. He’s written 11 code violations on 10 different properties. 
URBAN SUBDIVISION

Mr. Alfano stated that we have completed a subdivision review and he has letter in front of him from Washington County Planning Commission, the California Borough Planning Commission, Fayette Engineering, and approval from our Solicitor. 

Motion by Alfano/ Bittner to approve the subdivision for Paul & Catherine Urban at 20 Cross Ridge Road duly carried with all members present voting yes. 

PUNCHLIST ON ORDINANCE CLEAN UP

Mr. Alfano stated he is having effort from HMT and Mr. DeHaas and the Engineers to look at the Zoning Ordinance and clean it up and give it some teeth. There are some things that are lacking in it and maybe even look at the districts to reflect more so what is actually there right now so we can eliminate some unnecessary issues in the future. He stated they will be working on that for the next month or so and try to get it finalized.

ARTICLE ON NEIGHBORHOOD BLIGHT RECLAMATION ACT

Mr. Alfano thanked whoever put the article in his box concerning the Neighborhood Reclamation and Revitalization Act that was signed into law by Governor Ed Rendell and it goes into effect he would imagine in 2011. Mr. Gardner stated that he put that in Mr. Alfano’s box. He stated this is really good for the Municipalities we can go after their assets in addition to liening their properties if they are multiple offenders. He will look into this and hopefully won’t have to use it. 

SPRING CLEAN UP & RECYCLING

Mrs. Chambers reminded everybody that the week of May 9th County Hauling will be taking away anything you put on the curb for spring clean up. STREET LIGHT AT CORNER OF ASH & FIRST ST.

Mr. Brower stated that he received a letter from Jerry Cypher who is coordinating with Allegheny Power to take down a streetlight and pole and he wanted to notify council that this was going to happen and he is going to replace it with a decorative street light. Mr. Brower stated you do not need to act on it he just wanted to make them aware of it.

Motion by Roberts/Bridges to adjourn the business portion of this meeting duly carried with all members present stating aye. 

At 8:45 Mr. Gardner disconnected his phone call and Miss Roberts left the meeting.

RECOGNITION OF CITIZENS
MICHAEL SEARS
Mr. Sears stated he doesn’t understand why it would be up to the home owners affected b the sewer project to call in and say there is a problem. Mr. Bittner stated the contractors are out of the area up there now and with the heavy rains some of them may experience soggy and muddy driveways until we get a permanent restoration there they can call and let the contractor know to take care of that. 

LORRAINE VITCHOFF

Ms. Vitchoff asked if any council member, or borough employee, or contractor of the borough or anyone else affiliated that is being paid by the borough had anything to do with the removal of the gentleman’s campaign sign from the building located at the intersection of Third and Wood.

DAVE MCCLELLAND
Mr. McClelland stated he acquired the property where he is putting his shooting range and he was here today to see the zoning man but couldn’t get him and the zoning man  was suppose to call him back and never did, so he is going to start to work over there and eventually he hopes to get him over there. Mr. Alfano advised him to at least make application to get it on the books so that the zoning man will address it. He also thanked the police department for a quick response during a break in call at his residence.

DAN FOWKES

Mr. Fowkes asked if there is any word on the apartments going in up there. He knows that about a week or so ago they were up there looking at the property. Mr. Alfano stated he hasn’t heard anything. Mr. Fowkes asked what procedures need to be completed before he begins work on that property. Mr. Alfano stated there plans have gone to HMT and their commercial plan reviewer will have to review those and make any recommendations for changes, but he doesn’t know where it’s at or what the status of it is now. Mr. Fowkes stated he hates to point a finger but did anyone ever find out whose fault that was of this slipping through the cracks. Mr. Bittner stated he called the gentleman that put in the application and he told him that since he was in litigation with the borough he would not tell him who he delivered that check to. Mr. Bittner asked him to consult his attorney to see if he could provide that information to us so we can not have this happen again, but has not heard back from him again. Mr. Fowkes went on to discuss the rezoning of his corridor up there.  Mr. Alfano stated that R2 does allow for multi unit dwellings which is reflected in the area that you live in but it doesn’t necessarily mean that you can change a single family house to student conversion housing so you need to understand that there are two different things. Mr. Fowkes asked what it would need to be rezoned to allow for that. Mr. Alfano stated C2, but as part of this punch list that his department is doing is looking for some alternative relief for areas that have an excess of student housing already.
MR. HARRIS

Mr. Harris questioned the Response Computer bill and it was noted that it was for the annual antivirus program installation. He also questioned Hanson under the street department and Mr. Mariscotti stated that is gravel, and Staley communications which was noted that was for the new radios. Mr. Harris stated last year either March or April meeting it came up about auditing the Recreation Authority and we had a price of $10,000.00 from Cypher & Cypher and he went to them and got the price reduced down to $6,000.00. He doesn’t remember seeing it on the bills and Mr. Alfano stated the Recreation Authority never agreed to a $6,000.00 audit. Mr. Harris stated California Borough Council did. Mr. Alfano stated then let them pay for it. Mrs. Chambers stated that would be paid for from the Recreation Authority funds not the borough. Mr. Alfano stated the Recreation Authority contracted for an amount not to exceed $3,000.00 and they sent a bill for $6,000.00 and they’re going to eat it because we have not paid it. Mr. Harris stated council asked him to get the bill negotiated down and now you’re saying that you’re not going to pay the guy. Mr. Alfano stated no not for more than they contracted them for. Mr. Harris stated you got the letter and signed the agreement. Mr. Alfano stated he would like to see it. Mr. Harris stated somebody better look. Mr. Alfano stated sure it is when you state $3,000.00 then charge $6,000.00. Mr. Harris stated it is the same with the sign nobody ever knows nothing and one of you sitting up there is full of bananas.
