APPROVAL OF MINUTES –
Motion by Bridges/Robert to approve minutes of May 12, 2011 duly carried with all members present stating aye.
PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Maddiex is against the amusement tax 
MAYOR DURDINES arrived at the meeting at 6:35 and apologized for being late.
SECRETARY/TREASURER’S REPORT – MS. EVANS

Ms. Evans read the accounts payable and account balances as of May 30, 2011
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – MRS. CHAMBERS
RESIGNATION OF COUNCILMAN GARDNER

Mrs. Chambers asked for a motion to accept Mr. Gardner’s resignation effective immediately.
Motion made by Roberts/Bridges to accept Councilman Gardner’s resignation duly carried with all members present stating aye.

FILL COUNCIL VACANCY

Mrs. Chambers also stated that according to municipal code that council must fill the vacancy within 30 days by appointing a registered elector of the borough. Mr. DeHaas confirmed this statement, and also added that advertising for position is not a requirement. Mrs. Chambers asked council what they would like to do. Mrs. Bridges suggested advertising, in paper and on the borough’s website. Mayor asked if council will do interviews and hold another meeting later in the month. Mr. DeHaas stated the 30 days would start the day after the resignation was received. Mrs. Chambers stated so we will advertise and it will be in the paper Saturday and the deadline is Friday, the 17th of June and the interviews will be at 6:30 Wednesday, June 22nd. Mr. Mariscotti stated he is not sure about the 22nd but will try to attend if he can.
Motion by Bridges/Roberts to advertise the vacancy on Council duly carried on a roll call vote with Mr. Alfano, Miss Roberts, Mrs. Chambers, and Mrs. Bridges voting yes and Mr. Bittner and Mr. Mariscotti voting no. 

HOLLYWOOD THEATRE
PERMIT FEE

Mrs. Chambers brought up a discussion about Hollywood theater demolition. Mr. Fox of Washington County Redevelopment Authority would like to go out for bid on the demolition of Hollywood building by next week and he needs answers to the following question, He wants to know if the permit fee of .005%  or ($1500.00)will be waived. 
Motion by Bittner/Roberts to waive the demolition permit fee for the Hollywood Theatre duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

HOURS OF WORK

Mr. Fox also wanted to know if it was okay for construction to go on between the hours of 7:00 am and 7:00 pm, Monday through Friday. Council agreed that would be fine. Mrs. Bridges stated she requests that they are hopefully out of there before school starts in the fall and she would like that to be part of the specs. 
GRAVEL or TOP SOIL & SEED

Mrs. Chambers stated Mr. Fox’s last question is what does council want there after the building is gone. Do they want gravel or Top soil & seed.

Motion by Roberts/Mariscotti to have the contract state that the contractor will put down top soil and seed duly carried with all members present stating aye.

UCC APPEALS BOARD

Mrs. Chambers mentioned the Ernie told her we need to have a Uniform Construction Code Appeals Board. She also stated the names and letters should be put forth, and asked Mr. Alfano if he could come up with some names of people who are comfortable with the construction aspect and ask if they will be willing to serve. Mr. Alfano stated he has a three people who are pretty sure they will serve. We can send these people letters and discuss it at the continued meeting on Wed June 22, 2011. Mr. Bittner stated the Appeals Board should have a background in construction.
VICE PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL – JON BITTNER
Mayor stated that since Councilman Gardner was our Vice President and a check signer that we should appoint someone to that position and personally he would like to see Councilman Jon Bittner appointed. He is our longest serving member of Borough council and has a wealth of experience in Borough affairs.  Mrs. Chambers asked Mr. DeHaas if someone is appointed tonight can they start signing checks tomorrow. Mr. DeHaas stated you’ll have to have a resolution and if you like whoever you elect to be the Vice President can also be authorized to sign then that should be sufficient. 

Motion by Bridges/Roberts to appoint Jon Bittner to Vice President of Council. Motion was amended to;

Motion by Bridges/Roberts to appoint Jon Bittner to Vice President of Council and be it resolved that he is authorized to sign checks duly carried with all members present stating aye.

FINANCE – MRS. BRIDGES

Motion by Bridges /Mariscotti to pay the bills duly carried with all members present voting yes. 
HEALTH INSURANCE RATE INCREASE
Mrs. Bridges stated we received notification of a rate increase for coverage beginning August 1st. 

Motion by Bridges/Alfano to approve the rate notice from the Western Pennsylvania Teamsters & Employers welfare fund which sets the monthly health insurance rate of $963.90 for each employee, effective for August 1, 2011 coverage which reflects a 5% increase over last year duly on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

EARNED INCOME TAX ORDINANCE

Mrs. Bridges announced that the Earned Income Tax collection will change next year and the Washington County Tax Collection Executive Committee is recommending that Municipalities consider adopting a new earned income tax ordinance.

Motion by Bridges/Roberts to turn this matter over to the Solicitor for his review and recommendation duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

QUOTES FOR AUDITING SERVICES

Motion by Bridges/Roberts to have the Secretary seek proposals for auditing services for the years 2011, 2012, and 2013. 
Under discussion Mr. Bittner asked what services are we asking for them to audit. Mrs. Bridges stated the Borough, the Fire Department, and the Recreation Authority.  Mr. Bittner asked if that will be included in the motion and Mrs. Bridges stated yes and amended the motion.

Amended motion by Bridges/Roberts to have the Secretary seek proposals for auditing services for the years 2011, 2012, and 2013 for the Borough, Recreation Authority, and Fire Department duly carried with all members present voting yes.

PUBLIC HEALTH – MR. BITTNER
PAYMENT REQUEST FOR SEWER PROJECTS

Motion by Bittner/Bridges to pay Greensburg Environmental, Inc. $262, 035. 80, Contract  #1, Main Pump Station, application #4 and that it be paid out of the bond duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.
Motion by Bittner/Bridges to pay Bronder Technical Services, Inc. $16,089.12, Contract #2, Main Pump Station Electrical, application #2 and that is to be paid out of the bond duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

Motion by Bittner/Bridges to pay Superior Utility Excavating, Inc., $61,957.78, Contract #3, Sanitary Sewer & Force Main Installation, and application #2 and to be paid out of the bond duly carried with all members present voting yes. 

Motion by Bittner/Bridges to pay Glenn Johnston, Inc. $15,918.20, Contract #1, Pump Sanitary Sewer & Force Main Installation, application #5, and to be paid out of the bond duly carried with all members present voting yes.

Motion by Bittner/Bridges to pay Keegan Electric $128,250.00 , Contract #3, Pump Station Electrical installation, application #1 to be paid out of the bond duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes. 

REPAIR OF PEACH ALLEY SEWER LINE
Mr. Bittner requested that council authorize Fayette Engineering to start a design on the repair of our sewer line on Peach Alley. This is the main line coming off the hill. We ran the camera in it and it is in pretty bad shape and we’re going to look at a couple of ways and find the cheapest way to fix it but it is probably going to be an expensive proposition. 

Motion by Bittner/Bridges to give Fayette Engineering permission to do a design on the fix of the sewer line on Peach Alley duly carried with all members present voting yes.

DATE FOR INTERVIEWS FOR PART TIME SECRETARY 

Mr. Bittner stated he would like to set a date for interviews for the part time secretary position since all applications are in. Council agreed to hold interview on June 21, 2011 beginning at 4:00 pm. 

CONTRACT TALKS

Mr. Bittner reminded council that they need to set up a time to go over the Uniform and Non Uniform contracts sine they will be expiring at the end of the year. He has gone over them and picked out a few things he would like to see changed.  Council decided to do this after the interviews on June 21st.

CARS PARKING ON CORNERS

Mr. Bittner stated there has been a problem with cars parking too closely to intersection up on the hill and he knows Mr. Tuday has posted a few signs up there. He would like to give Mr. Tuday permission to buy “No parking from here to Corner” signs. He’s not sure of how many he will need. 
Motion by Bittner/Roberts to give Jeff Tuday the authority to purchase “No Parking from here to Corner” signs duly carried with all members present voting yes. 

PUBLIC HOUSING – MR. ALFANO
RECREATION AUTHORITY REPORT

Mr. Alfano stated that this Saturday at Mechanic Street park the authority will have the Spring Fling that was canceled about a month ago. There will be activities, crafts, and food sales. It will run from 12:00 to 4:00.
ZONING REPORT

Mr. Alfano stated these guys have been very busy. Code Enforcement has had (8) citizen violation reports investigated and they have all been cured or citations have been sent. We have had 16 Code Enforcement Officer initiated violations of which 8 of those were sidewalks and 1 was an abandoned vehicle, along with a bunch of other different things like grass and trash. He stated there are a couple of vacant properties that he has not been able to contact the owners and if worse comes to worse we may have to have our borough crew cut the grass. As far as the zoning office collections, in May they have collected $16,014. 67 in permits fees and applications brining our year to date total to $37,702.75. 

PLANNING COMMISSION ACTIVITIES

Mr. Alfano stated he sees that Mr. Sears is here and he is welcome to speak as well. Mr. Alfano stated that two situations came before the Planning Commission and they both were referred out. One was rejected due to not enough information and those parties are waiting to decide if they want to come to council for a zoning change or bring more information to the Planning Commission for a conditional use. The other party is going to be a zoning change and he is sure he is not going to get it approved, but he’ll have to go to the zoning hearing board if he wants to do that. 

RON SISLER – CONFLICT

Mr. Alfano stated he would like to introduce Mr. Sisler who would like to speak because he’s been having a problem over the past couple of week. He has had the misfortune of bad timing. He fell through the crack when K2 stopped doing commercial inspections and HMT started doing them. There was a lot of confusion and there was a couple of months before he could even get his building permit to start and then there was a lot of confusion about what he had to do. Hopefully they are getting it narrowed down. Mr. Sisler stated that it is getting to the point where he is not going to be able to complete the project and have it rentable for August if he is not able to resume work immediately. He stated he contacted Art Brower through a mutual friend and he didn’t feel that a duplex needs a sprinkler system, but HMT classified it as an R3 and when he spoke to Tony at HMT she said the plan reviewer was reviewing plans for a three unit building which isn’t even what he is building. Mr. Alfano stated he has gotten all that misinformation the last few days and he even misunderstood. There are building classifications which are R1, R2, and R3 and have nothing to do with zoning and that is what they are referring to. When you start stacking units it becomes considered as an apartment building or a multiple unit so that is why they are under the impression that you have to put sprinkler, but they said there are a lot of other ways to get your fire rating other than just sprinkling it but you can’t get an answer for any of that until an engineers tells you what method of fire rating you need because of the substantial renovations you have done on the building. He stated that he has done his best to get them to give him a little window of or verbal recommendation of what he can do but they said he has to get the first step of his drawings in before they can issue his permit and get him started on construction as soon as possible. You need to get the first part of the drawing to them and that is the best he can do. He’s been trying as much as he can from his office. Mr. Sisler stated Art Brower stated he would be able to help him out with that, as long as it wasn’t a conflict of interest. Mr. Alfano stated he doesn’t see why they can’t do engineering for citizens of the borough. Mr. DeHaas stated he received this question via email this afternoon and he responded it is up to council to make that decision though. What he pointed out in response to the email, from Bill Johnson, that it is up to council to consent to Fayette Engineering doing work with the borough in terms of its regulatory powers and if you consent, you may feel that it needs the review of another engineering firm. He doesn’t know. Mr. Alfano stated well whatever engineering they do will be submitted in a plan review to HMT Engineers, so they are not going to say what it is going to be done and let it slide. There will be an independent engineer review and he doesn’t have a problem with it especially if it is going to expedite Mr. Sisler’s project. Mr. DeHaas stated he doesn’t disagree it should just be made part of the record. 
Motion by Alfano/Roberts that the Borough agrees that Fayette Engineering Services can provide engineering services to borough residents duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present stating yes.
PUBLIC SAFETY – MISS ROBERTS

Miss Roberts asked Solicitor DeHaas if he had anything on the amusement tax yet. Mr. DeHaas stated he will be mailing that tomorrow.

PUBLIC WORKS – MR. MARISCOTTI
ONGOING OPERATIONS

They’ve been repairing alleys & country roads and the tiger is running but it has a down day or two due to repairs. The tiger is the mower we use to mow the sides of the roadways. They’ve done some work in the police department this week and they have done some grading and stoning of country roads.

WEST BROWNVILLE – RENTAL OF TIGER MOWER

Mr. Mariscotti stated as far as West Brownsville and the rental of the Tiger Mower as in the past, which was brought to his attention that we have always exchanged services with West Brownsville, so we have come to an agreement with them this week so they will get the use of the Tiger and they will do what they normally have done for us in the past.

RUSSELL STANDARD CONTRACT

Mr.Mariscotti stated that he and Jeff had talked this week and they are trying to contact Russell Standard and perhaps we can apply that instead of to 4th and 5th street if they would do the same amount of tar & chip but move it to a different area. That would address the situation we had with Kaukonen and do that roadway. Last meeting those folks were here complaining about the roadway. That is a good way for us to get it repaired. We could do the preliminary work and then have Russell come in and tar and chip it. 

JEFF TUDAY – SEMINAR 

Jeff needs to go to training on June 29th from 8:00 – 3:00 for Penn Dot for the new reflective sign program. 
Motion by Mariscotti/Roberts to permit Jeff Tuday to attend the Penn Dot reflective sign program seminar on June 29th from 8:00 – 3:00 at no cost other than his wages duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

STREET SWEEPER

Mr. Mariscotti stated everyone got information on that and we need to decide if that is something we want to do. Mr. Mariscotti stated we can get more information and discuss it further at the next meeting. Miss Roberts stated her concern is paying for it. Mr. Tuday stated he also left pamphlets on the table in council’s conference room. 

PERSONNEL – MRS. BRIDGES
LORI CLANCY – NOTARY PUBLIC
Mrs. Bridges stated that Lori Clancy has finally gotten her paperwork to serve as a notary public and she will be going tomorrow to get sworn in.

ENGINEERS REPORT – MR. BROWER
Mr. Brower is absent from tonight’s meeting but Mr. Bittner stated he still wants to have that meeting concerning the restructuring of the sewer accounts so we need to have that. 

Mrs. Chambers stated do you want to schedule that now or wait until Art is here. Mr. Bittner stated wait and see what is good for Art and then try and set it up.

MAYOR DURDINES
WEST PIKE RUN TOWNSHIP & CALIFORNIA BOROUGH SEWER PROJECT
Mayor stated at the committee meeting he gave everyone a crudely drawn map on a sewage project that he would like to work on with West Pike Run Township and this would be in the Daisytown area of California Borough including portions of Pike Run Drive and Ventura Lane. He has already met with West Pike Run Township Supervisors and they are interested in participating in this project, assuming we can work out all the details of course. Mayor stated what we would like to do is get the engineering done and possibly use this as a project we would submit for Washington County Gaming Revenues Grant Program. Being that it would be a cooperative project between two municipalities our hope would be that it would score highly there. The just of the project is that West Pike Run Township would sewer those properties in California Borough and they are in very close proximity to the West Pike Run Township sewer plant. After talking with the engineer we do not feel that it would happen nor would it be logical for California Borough to sewer those areas and pump it all the way back to downtown California when you could pump it 250 feet down the road.. He is requesting permission for he and Art Brower to continue the discussions with West Pike Run Township and begin working out some of the details such as maintenance of the line, costs to the residents, and those sort of things.

Motion by Bridges/Alfano to permit Mayor Durdines and Art Brower to continue discussions with West Pike Run Township to work out some details of West Pike Run sewering customers in California Borough duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

POLICE UNIFORMS

Mayor stated we had discussed the police uniforms. It would consist of a black uniform, a metal pointed star badge, and a police hat. It will have a redesigned shoulder patch. The Chief estimated the cost at approximately $5,500.00. Mayor stated he would like to have that amount appropriated from the Gaming Revenue Account to purchase that upon the design of the patch. The reason he’d like to do that now is because we’re buying new uniforms every so often, but if we are going to switch to new uniforms next month, then he doesn’t see the point in purchasing gray uniforms for the officer today when we’re changing to a new uniform next month. Mrs. Chambers stated you are advertising for a civil service exam and if we’re hiring soon then you’d want them in a new uniform. Mayor stated that is correct plus it is a cheaper uniform and it should be a little bit more durable. Mrs. Chambers asked if $5,500.00 is an adequate amount of money, she stated if someone wanted to make the motion tonight maybe state it not to exceed $6,000.00. Mrs. Bridges stated she is not opposed to purchasing the uniforms and she knows we can do it out of the local share, but her question is the bidding process. She knows last week you stated we would purchase the pants from one vendor, the shirts from another vendor, but to her that is piece milling. Mayor stated he said we are going to purchase the uniform from one vendor, the badge from another vendor, and the patch from another vendor. Mrs. Bridges stated but that is all one uniform. Mayor stated right now we don’t order the shoulder patches from the same place that we get the uniforms nor do we get the badges from the same place we get the uniforms. Mrs. Bridges stated we just need to make sure we do it legally since it is going to be over $5,500.00. Mr. Alfano stated before we make the motion do we get credit against the clothing allowance in the contract. Mayor stated that would be fair. If it was ruined on the job then he could understand them coming and saying they need a new uniform, but if we just purchased them all new uniforms then it would take the place of their clothing allowance. Mr. DeHaas responded to Mrs. Bridges concern and stated that it is well put but the real question is could you get all of those things from one vendor. If you can then you have at least the potential and you’re bound to the bidding process, unless you are getting prices from a state vendor. Chief stated he thinks we could get the shirts, slacks, and badges from the same vendor but the shoulder patch would have to come from another vendor. Mr. DeHaas stated he thinks they need to look at it get quotes and then vote on it on the 22nd at the continued meeting. Mrs. Chambers stated we could have a motion made that get quotes from people and then bring the quotes in and we’ll pass it then. Mrs. Chambers asked if there is more than one clothing vendor that makes everything that you want or is there just a sole source. Chief stated of course there are more than one.  Chief stated he looked around and found the manufacturer he wanted to use but there are more than one vendor that sells that manufacturer’s items. He has no problem getting quotes.  Mayor asked if he could make that happen by the 22nd. He said he’ll do his best. Mr. Bittner stated the last time we bought good uniform hats they were never worn. Mayor stated he does not like the hat the Chief likes the hat and he’s letting Chief make the decision. Mr. Alfano asked if they are going to ball caps. Mayor stated no the Chief does not like the ball caps. Mrs. Bridges stated she will be glad to sit down with the Chief and work on a quote form. He stated that would be great. 
SOLICITORS REPORT – ERNIE DEHAAS

ADOPT -TRANSIENT BUSINESS ORDINANCE

Mr. DeHaas stated he understand this ordinance was advertised so if it is your pleasure to adopt it then you’ll need a motion. 

Motion by Bridges/Alfano to adopt the Transient Business Ordinance duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

PROCEDURES ON REQUESTS FOR CONDITIONAL USES & ZONING CHANGES

Mr. DeHaas stated that he sent council procedures to use as a guideline or road map for requests for Conditional Uses and Zoning Changes. Hopefully you all have received a copy and that should help your staff and the Planning Commission. Mr. DeHaas stated he has sent a copy to Norm Hasbrouck. 
OLD BUSINESS
STREETSCAPE PROJECT FORM

Mr. Bittner confirmed that the Solicitor brought the form to be signed for the Streetscape Project and asked if he has any problems with Mrs. Chambers signing that. Mr. DeHaas stated no he sees no problems. 

HIRE FULL TIME OFFICER

Mayor stated he wants to revive the discussion of hiring a full time officer. We had discussed it several times and he had stated that we have two officers that are presently civil service qualified, one of which is not interested in the position and one of which is. 

That person is our current part time police officer Wesley Sheets. He is part time now, he a DARE certified officer, he worked as our School Resource Officer for about a year and half, he is qualified under civil service, and he does a good job for us. He makes a good presentation when he’s out on the street, he is a local guy and already knows the area, and he’d like to see him hired as a full time officer. Mrs. Chambers stated since some of us don’t know this person could we schedule an interview. Miss Roberts stated don’t we have a civil service tests coming up. Mrs. Chambers stated yes but as she understands this man has already taken the test. Mrs. Bridges stated can we interview him when we interview the part time secretaries. Mayor stated he had brought up about interviewing him before and there didn’t seem to be much interest, we just wanted to proceed right in with testing. He is not opposed to testing because it is a good idea to maintain a current list of applicants and if Sheets were to be hired that depletes our list. He is favor of hiring Wesley Sheets. Mr. Alfano stated this will alleviate some of the scheduling problems that the Chief has if there is another full timer. Mayor stated that is true it is difficult to make the schedule and it always has been when you’re trying to run a 24 hour, 7 day a week department with part time people. Mr. Mariscotti stated he is already a part time officer so why would we need to interview him. 

Motion was made by Alfano/Bittner to hire Wesley Sheets as full time officer. 

Mrs. Bridges stated her problem is she doesn’t know Wesley Sheets and if he would walk right in front of her she wouldn’t know who he is and she’d like to have the opportunity to talk with him. 
Miss Roberts called for an executive session to discuss police personnel. 

Council went into executive session at 7:30 pm

Council reconvened at 7:50 pm

President Chambers stated they had discussed police personnel and as you know there is a motion on the floor and it has been seconded and if there is no further discussion lets have a vote.
Motion by Alfano/Bittner to hire Wesley Sheets as full time officer duly carried on a roll call vote with Mr. Mariscotti, Mr. Bittner, and Mr.Alfano voting yes and Mrs. Bridges, Mrs. Chambers, and Miss Roberts voting no and Mayor Durdines breaking the tie with a yes vote.
Mayor thanked council for hiring Wes Sheets and for those of them who don’t know him Mayor said he will arrange time for them to speak with him and assured that they will find him a professional officer. 

NEW BUSINESS

APPOINT EDWIN GLAB TO COUNCIL VACANCY

Motion was made by Bittner/Mariscotti to appoint Edwin Glab to fill, the unexpired term to the end of the year, of Mr. Gardner’s seat on council 

Under discussion Mr. Alfano stated he hadn’t thought of Mr. Glab and he is an experienced former council person and in light all the stuff that is going on he’s sure he could come up to speed pretty quickly. Mr. Bittner stated yes and he thinks we’d wait another month and not have another council person sitting here and he thinks it is important that we are back at full strength. Mrs. Chambers asked why he didn’t say that at the very beginning instead we went through all of this with the advertising and with this and that and you already made up your mind you wanted Ed Glab and you did not tell us. Mr. Bittner stated he wanted to see what happened and it is his prerogative Madam President. Mrs. Chambers stated it is indeed. Mr. Bittner stated don’t question his motives and just take care of this. Mrs. Chambers asked if there was any further discussion and called for a vote.

Motion was made by Bittner/Mariscotti to appoint Edwin Glab to fill, the unexpired term to the end of the year, of Mr. Gardner’s seat on council duly carried on a roll call vote with Mr. Alfano, Mr. Bittner, and Mr. Mariscotti voting yes and Miss Roberts, Mrs. Chambers, and Mrs. Bridges voting no and Mayor Durdines breaking the tie with a yes vote. 

Before Mayor voted he made the comment that he does not know Mr. Glab  very well but what he does know of him he seems to be a professional experienced person and he trusts the opinion of Mr. Bittner and if he says he’s alright then he’s probably an okay guy. He stated he wanted to see an advertisement for the position and he wanted to see interviews done but being that this is only until the end of this year and that somebody has to run for this position he thinks he will have to vote yes given the amount of issues facing this borough at this point in time. 

Motion by Bridges/Alfano to rescind the advertising & interviews for the council vacancy duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.
Mayor Durdines asked Mr. DeHaas he will take office immediately. Mr. DeHaas stated he has to take his oath. It was stated that the Borough Code states by resolution. Mr. DeHaas stated that a motion is the resolution. Mayor asked if he has to been sworn in publicly. Mr. DeHaas stated no as long as he is sworn in by a Judge, District Justice, or the Mayor and filed with the Secretary.
FULL TIME CODE ENFORCEMENT PERSON IN ZONING OFFICE

Mr. Alfano stated he would like council to seriously start considering putting a full time code enforcement person in the zoning office again. Just with the shear volume of business we have in there we’ve really been unable to service the public the way that they should be serviced. There are just so many building projects and so forth going on. So he would like to time it so we would put an ad in the paper and interview and so forth and have someone ready to go by the first of the year. Mrs. Chambers stated so you feel this should be a borough employee versus a contract. Mr. Alfano stated no he is not suggesting that and we still need HMT to do all the commercial inspections and he thinks we can divide up the volume of rental inspections and let them do the commercial like the University, the big building and that kind of thing. Mr. Mariscotti asked if he wanted to divide it into Code Enforcement and building inspector. Mr. Alfano stated it depends if we get someone, it is hard to find a building inspector because a lot of people have let those designations go because of the liability and all the education that is required, we’ve seen more and more municipalities moving to contracted services for these. As well though a lot of these municipalities keep a full time person to deal with the day to day issues of the borough which he thinks California has more than it’s share. He thinks we could make a couple tweaks here and there and justify that salary as well as having a contractor doing the inspections. Miss Roberts stated there is money in the account that is zoning money so that would pay for it. Mr. Alfano stated there is plenty amount of money generated in there to justify it. Mrs. Chambers stated if you look under General Fund Special Revenue there is $250,000.00 that was a building permit fee we got from California University and that could certainly be used for salaries. 
Motion by Alfano/Mariscotti to advertise for a full time Code Enforcement person duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes. 

Mayor stated he had called the election office to see how this procedure works. He explained how citizens may be placed on the ballot for consideration. We notify the election office of the vacancy, they in turn notifies the Democrat & Republic committees for Washington County, and they in turn notify the committee people in California Borough. From there the committee people have a meeting and each party appoints a nominee to be placed on the ballot for November. 
RECOGNITION OF CITIZEN
MR. MADDIEX

Mr. Maddiex asked that council put 3 or 4 signs up stating the Transient Business Ordinance has been adopted. Mr. Maddiex asked Mrs. Chambers to say something about the waterways group. Mrs. Chambers stated there is a group that has put together a five town river town project to see what can be done to encourage people to visit California. We’re still in the early talking stage.

MAC MCFADDIN

Mr. McFaddin asked council to consider selling or conveying the paper alley between his two properties so he could fix a soft spot in his property. He has brought a letter explaining what he wants and a survey of the property to leave with council, the solicitor, and the engineer. 

JANET MCGINITY

Mrs. McGinity spoke about hiring a full time zoning officer and asked council to see that they enforce the ordinances because she’s seen problems with this in the past. Mrs. McGinity also stated that Mr. Gardner should be respected and recognized for the time he has served on council.

LORRAINE VITCHOFF

Mrs. Vitchoff stated that earlier council had a motion on the floor that was seconded and she doesn’t think that was tabled and council then went right into executive session. So she would like them to follow Roberts Rules of Order a little more diligently.
