ADOPTION OF MINUTES

Motion by Alfano/Glab to approve the minutes of August 11, 2011 duly carried with all members present stating aye.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Maddiex commented on Ordinances 529 & 530. He stated under #529, Section 2 (b); Exemptions, it references a life exemption and he is not sure what that is and asked for clarification. Mr. DeHaas will research that. Mr. Maddiex stated under Section 2, Imposition of the Tax; he stated the word township is used at least three times and he would like those changed to Borough. Mr. DeHaas stated that is correct and they were using a form that came from the County and he thought they had caught all of those kinds of references. You can adopt this with that correction. Mr. Maddiex stated under #530, Section 2, on the fifth sentence down it says this tax may be used solely for the following purposes.... He would like “may” changed to “shall” to make that mandatory. 
TREASURERS REPORT – MS. EVANS

Ms. Evans read the accounts payable and accounts balances for August, 30, 2011.

PRESIDENTS REPORT – MRS. CHAMBER

REPORT ON EXECUTIVE SESSIONS

Mrs. Chambers reported that council had an executive session on August 18th and they discussed possible litigation regarding zoning. Council also had an executive session on Sept. 1st after the working meeting to discuss police personnel and they had an executive session prior to tonight’s meeting to discuss both police personnel and possible litigation regarding a zoning issue. 

MINIMUM MUNICIPAL OBLIGATION –NON UNIFORM

Mrs. Chambers stated the Minimum Municipal Obligation for 2012 for the Non uniform employees is $40,767.00 and she would like a motion to commit this to the budget. 

Motion by Roberts/Alfano to commit $40,767.00 to the budget for the 2012 Non Uniform Minimum Municipal Obligation duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

MINIMUM MUNICIPAL OBLIGATION – POLICE

Mrs. Chambers announced the 2012 Minimum Municipal Obligation for the Police is zero. 

FINANCE – MRS. BRIDGES

In the absence of Mrs. Bridges Mrs. Chambers asked that someone make a motion to pay the bills.

PAYMENT OF BILLS
Motion by Bittner/Alfano to pay the bills duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

TRANSITION DATE FOR COUNTY WIDE COLLECTION AGENCY

Mrs. Chambers stated that Ms. Evans & Mrs. Bridges will meet with members of the School Board to discuss the transition date.

PUBLIC HEALTH – MR. BITTNER

MACKIN PROPOSAL FOR STREETSCAPE INSPECTION SERVICES

Mr. Bittner stated that will be paid from the money out of the state and our CDBG money and he just needs approval tonight to sign the letter recommending that Mackin Engineering be awarded the Inspection Services for this project.

Motion by Bittner/Glab to authorize Jon Bittner to sign the letter to Penn dot recommending they award the contract for Construction Inspection Services for the streetscape project duly carried with all members present stating aye.

UCC APPEALS BOARD

Mr. Bittner stated that the UCC Appeals Board needs a Solicitor. 

Motion by Bittner/Alfano to appoint Jason Walsh as the Solicitor for the UCC Appeals Board duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

METER REPAIR QUOTES

Mr. Bittner read a price to have 5 meters repaired at approximately $40.00 per meter and we need these meters on the street.

Motion by Bittner/Mariscotti to accept the quote from P.O.M. and we send these five meters out for repairs at approximately $40.00 per meter plus shipping &handling duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

911 SERVICE

Mr. Bittner announced that on Sunday, Sept. 11th at 8:30 am the Presbyterian Church will hold their church service outside as a memorial to 911. In case of rain the service will take place inside of the church. They are welcoming anyone from the public and they ask that you bring your own chair if you want to sit. There will be some silent prayers at the time the world trade centers were hit, some music, and things along those lines. 

PUBLIC HOUSI NG – MR. ALFANO

MAUND/PAGAC REFUND

Motion by Alfano/Bittner to refund $650.00 to the Maund/Pagac group for a Zoning Hearing that they did not have, it did not take place duly carried on a roll call vote with Mr. Glab, Mr. Alfano, Mr. Bittner, Miss Roberts, and Mrs. Chambers voting yes and Mr. Mariscotti voting no.

AUTHORIZE SOLICITOR TO FILE APPEAL

Motion by Alfano/Roberts to authorize our Solicitor to verify that the borough has standing to enter an appeal in regard to the Maund/Pagac proposal duly carried with all members present voting yes.

FINANCIAL REPORT

Mr. Alfano stated they have collection $17,049.22 for the month of August bringing the total earnings for the year of $65,603.75.

UPDATE OF ZONING OFFICE

Mr. Alfano stated they have investigated 37 code violations so far for August and the first week of September and he is happy to say that the majority of them have been resolved and there are just a couple that are pending that solutions are being investigated. Mr. Alfano stated there was one demolition in the Month of August that being the house at 133 First Street.  He stated the 15 illegal rentals in the R1 zone; the letters were sent out on August 5th and they have all been received except for one person who is not picking up their mail so we will look for another alternative to get that delivered to them. He stated that we have had responses from most of them and it is heartwarming to see that so many landlords are willing to let people live in their properties for free and not charge them any rent. Mr. Alfano stated that issue will need to be addressed. If anyone is looking for a free place to rent let him know and he can send you to these people. He stated the 30 day time frame is just about exhausted and these violations will be sent to the magistrate. 
TURNER SUBDIVISION

Mr. Alfano stated the Turner Subdivision needs approval and he understands that it has been to the Washington County Planning Commission, Fayette Engineering, and the Solicitor have all reviewed it and he would like to make a motion at this time.

Motion by Alfano/Roberts to approve the Turner Subdivision Plan #2 contingent upon the Borough’s engineer’s review being addressed prior to the mylars and paper copies being signed for filing duly carried with all members present stating aye.

Mr. Alfano stated there was a building on the drawings that was not identified so that should be a simple fix and then it can be recorded.  Mr. Bittner asked if this should have gone to the Borough’s Planning Commission. Mr. DeHaas stated he asked that question and if you look at the letter that he sent there are provisions that basically state that this is a one lot subdivision and there is a section of the applicable ordinance that says that in case it was called in line or something it does not have to go to the Planning Commission for review. He thinks the Zoning officer was correct in determining that it not go there. Mrs. Chambers asked who will notify them. Mr. Alfano stated Dan will send a letter. 

PUBLIC SAFETY – MISS ROBERTS

AMUSEMENT TAX ORDIANCES

Miss Roberts asked Mr. DeHaas if he received a lot of faxes this week on this. He stated no but on another subject. Miss Roberts asked Mr. DeHaas if he could write out some questions for council as to what they would want in this ordinance because she’s not sure how to proceed with this. Mr. DeHaas stated he thinks what she needs is the variables on what they would have to make a decision in order to draft an ordinance. 
Motion by Roberts/Alfano that Mr. DeHaas come up with a list of questions with variables concerning the Amusement Tax Ordinance to help understand it better duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

NUISANCE ORDINANCE

Miss Roberts stated she has attempted to do some research on this but she can only last about an hour on the computer so she didn’t get very far. She would like a new ordinance called a nuisance ordinance. We have ordinance #485 that doesn’t use the word nuisance but it is an ordinance establishing reimbursement to the borough for the costs associated with the police being called to one place all the time, same thing with the zoning. She would like Ordinance #485 to be clarified and the Indiana Ordinance address violations of the property maintenance code, owner occupancy license revocations for properties requiring a disproportionate amount of attention from code enforcement department to protect the health safety of the public.  Mr. DeHaas stated he believes #485 is intended for a more narrow purpose and he will look at both and see if we should combine the two or do a separate ordinance.
Motion by Roberts/Alfano to have Ernie look over Ordinance #485 and tighten it up and incorporate the Indiana Ordinance into it and make it a nuisance ordinance for repeat offenders duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.
MR. GLAB – PUBLIC SAFETY

Mr. Glab was unable to attend the work session but he has a few things he would like to discuss with the Mayor for a future meeting.

PUBLIC WORKS – MR. MARISCOTTI

STREET DEPT. UPDATE

Mr. Mariscotti stated that they are mowing the sides of roadways and cleaning out storm drains by hand.  The Harrison Street work has been completed and they have painted the parking stall lines, they have extended the drain pipe on Green St. The new LED lights were installed in the traffic lights on Malden & Wood and the Third & Wood St. and they put a new water pressure regulator on the municipal building. They fixed the push mower and the tiger mower and they fixed the transmission 2330, the police car.  We still have 120 ton of rock salt, 250 gallons of diesel, 20 ton of #3, 100 ton of #2A, and 18 ton of Cold Patch.. 

SECOND STREET PARKING LOT

Mr. Mariscotti stated a month or so ago we discussed the second street parking lot as to whether we were going to advertise for sale or pave it and rent out those parking stalls. He stated it seems like there are some stalls rented. Mayor Durdines stated as of this afternoon we have six stalls rented and a total of 10 reserved counting the ones allocated to the American Legion. The capacity is 21 cars. Mrs. Chambers asked if it was determined how much it would cost to pave it. Mr. Mariscotti stated $3,800.00 plus material. Mr. Tuday stated all total $12,000.00. Mrs. Chambers asked if we had to go out for bids. Mr. Tuday stated no they will do the work but rent equipment and we’ll use our materials. Miss Roberts asked Mr. DeHaas if the borough chose to put that up for sale do we have to sale that property for its appraisal price. Mr. DeHaas stated there is a procedure for advertising for sale and getting bids but normally in order to judge what you would sell it for you should have some idea of its value and your normally get that through an appraisal. She stated she knows we sold property for a low rate and then someone has turned around and sold that property for like $400,000.00 and we only got something like $25,000.00 or $26,000.00 so that is why she was wondering if we are bound by law to stick the appraisal amount. Mr. DeHaas stated no if you decide you are going to sell it, and as long as you property advertise it, accept bids and sell it the highest bid you have the power to do it. He’s just stating if your decision to accept that bid is going to be based on somebody else’s opinion of its value then you should have an appraisal. 
A motion was made by Mariscotti/Roberts to pave the Borough Lot on Second Street for a cost not to exceed $12,000.00.  Mr. Tuday stated he thinks it is under that but he doesn’t know the exact amount. Mr. Bittner asked if we’re thinking about selling that could we just put binder in there for the time being. Mr. Tuday stated yes you can. Mr. Brower stated if you are selling it someone else is probably going to do something else with it besides a parking lot so he would do the least expensive thing at this point that complies with our ordinance. Mr. Mariscotti stated he believes this meeting is going to be continued so let’s move it to the continued meeting and then Jeff can get an idea of a better number.  Mayor stated we’re not against paving the parking lot, and we told Jeff go ahead we want to pave it but do it cheaper, so why can’t we just approve the expense as it is presented and if it is cheaper then its cheaper rather extend this another week. 
Amended motion by  Mariscotti/Roberts to pave the lot on Second Street for a cost not to exceed $13,000.00 duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes. 

BOROUGH EMPLOYEE PARKING

Mr. Mariscotti stated that some of the police officer have been parking in the Methodist Church lot and the Church has those spots rented and so parking around here has become an issue as well as everywhere else in town. Mayor asked if we want to restrict the parking during the borough’s business hours of Monday – Friday. Mr. Bittner stated three stalls will help us some but if you come down here during the day you have a day time police officer, three sometimes two office people and he’s been checking those stalls and no one parks in any of the stalls, other than the handicap spot all the way up on Union St. Mrs. Chambers stated lets start with three. Mr. Glab asked if the lot we once owned on Monroe & Spring has been sold. Mr. Bittner responded yes it has. 

Motion by Mariscotti/ Roberts to remove the meters in the three spots on Union Street to allow the employees to spill over onto those three spots and to purchase signage which states borough employee parking only signs for those three spots duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes. 

PURCHASE OF WARNING SIGNS
Mr. Mariscotti stated he would like to purchase some warning signs for traffic control such as men working, borough employees ahead.

Motion by Mariscotti/Roberts to purchase warning signs in the amount of $1,535.10 to be taken out of the gaming revenue funds duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes. 

STREET SWEEPERS

Mr. Mariscotti stated we have been having demonstrations and pricing various street sweepers and Chip gave him a good idea into looking into some of the rental fleets and could we possibly purchase one through a rental fleet, but he has not had time to look into that. He will hopefully within the next month compile all these bids and present something in October but he would like to get the ball rolling and know that he has exhausted ever optional possibility.


ENGINEERS REPORT – ART BROWER

PAYMENT REQUEST #10
Motion by Bittner/Roberts to approve payment request #10 to Glenn Johnston, contract 1, application #8 in the amount of $19,929.82 duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes. 

PAYMENT REQUEST #9 – MAIN PUMP STATION

Motion by Bittner/Roberts to approve Requisition #9, Greenburg Environmental, and Contract #1, application #7 for $43,700.00 duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes. 

HOMEOWNER CONCERN – 3 TAPS ON CALIFORNIA DRIVE

Mr. Brower requested the Solicitor research our ordinances as to how far he has to tap in from the property line and what the state law says. He thinks it is 250 feet but would like that verified before he approaches the homeowner. 
Motion by Roberts/Bittner to have the solicitor verify the distance as to how far he has to tap in from the property line duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes. 

MALDEN/GRANVILLE PROJECT

Mr. Brower stated we are essentially done and have cleaned up up there and the only work he needs to do is the extension on Knob Road and the contractor has some hesitation performing that because he took the job low and it is extra work and he says that the more work he does the more money he loses. Mr. Brower stated he is going to try to point out the contract that it is a unit price job and he needs to complete that work for the unit price.

MAIN PUMP STATION

Mr. Brower stated they have the place closed in and got the roof on and they’re working inside now and making good progress. 

BIDS FOR GENERATOR – MALDEN PUMP STATION
Mr. Brower stated he would like authorization to advertise for bids for the generator at the Industrial Park pump station.

Motion by Bittner/Roberts to authorize the Engineers to advertise for bids the generator at the Industrial Park Pump Station duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.
PAVING ON FIRST, FIFTY, AND ASH ST.

Mr. Brower stated where the Water Company was doing restoration work on First, Fifth, and Ash Street he has provided an estimate at what he thinks it will come in at. Approximately $70,000.00 with engineering fees and $10,000.00 for the engineering inspection and so forth for a total of about $80,000.00 compared to the $94,000.00 to do the work. He thinks it will probably come in less but one of the problems is we’re running out of time to pave and Penn dot basically won’t pay after the end of October and the plants usually stay open until the middle of November but if you don’t have one close enough and the asphalt isn’t hot enough by the time it gets to you you can’t use it. He thinks they can prepare this to bid by then we may need a special meeting, but he is providing these prices for them to look at. Along these lines he suggested that they start building a database of your roads. It doesn’t need to be anything elaborate, an excel spreadsheet will do.  Take a map and just start tagging your roads, their length, their width, their classification and then you start going through and grade the roads and then applying you’re liquid fuel money and restoration on these roads. That way it takes out what’s getting done and when.  Mr. Bittner asked if these quotes include the handicap ramps. Mr. Brower stated he talked to Penn dot and if you are using your own money and not liquid fuels money then you are not required to do handicap ramps but he is trying to get something in writing to that effect. Mr. Brower stated this is for only completing the work where it wasn’t paved by the water company. Mrs. Chambers stated so $54,000.00 could come out of street improvements and we’d need $26,000.00 out of local share, which we have $142,000.00 in there. She would like to see some improvement. She asked if anyone wants to put up a motion. 
Motion was made by Alfano/Roberts to instruct Fayette Engineering to prepare bid documents and advertise for bids for the proposed paving of First, Fifth, and Ash Street. Under discussion Mr. Glab asked Mr. Brower if there are any additional reasons we would have to dig up those streets for the completion of the sewer line project or the completion of the sewage plant. Mr. Brower stated he doesn’t think so we’re finished except for the intersection and the contractor’s going to have to fix that. Mr. Bittner asked Jeff to check with Columbia Gas because they are actively working down in Coal Center and up by Shelly’s house to make sure they’re not coming in to town to do some things. Mr. Glab stated as long as he can remember there has always been a problem with First Street sinking and the pavement being very bad and when they put this line in did they put in the fill or compaction material so we try to avoid the additional sinking. Mr. Brower stated we didn’t do any work on First Street; we went down the alley to avoid First Street. Miss Roberts stated but you camera’d the line. Mr. Brower stated yes they camera’d the line but the if the fill is bad, as Mr. Glab said if you’re talking about fixing that you’re talking about a lot of money. Mr. Bittner stated the water company went down the good side of the street unfortunately. 
Motion by Alfano/Roberts to instruct Fayette Engineering to prepare bid documents and advertise for bids for the proposed paving of First, Fifth, and Ash Street duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

Mr. Glab asked that when it goes out for bid to separate them by streets in case if it comes in too much with all three streets then we can possibly do one or two without having to reject it. Mr. Brower stated the work is basically the same for all three streets so what they will do it bid it by unit price and then we’ll have the units or quantities for each street and you can determine how much you want to spend and the priority of how you want to spend it. You have to be careful if you reduce the quantities too much the contractor might have recourse saying he bid a $60,000.00 job and now you’ve cut it down to $30,000.00 and he’s entitled to raise his unit pricing because you’ve reduced the scope of work. 
MAYOR’S REPORT – MAYOR CASEY DURDINES
EXECUTIVE SESSION

Council went into executive session at 7:30 pm

Council reconvened at 7:42 pm

SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICER CONTRACT

Mayor Durdines stated council has copies of the 2011-2012 School Resource Officer contract and there is really no changes compared to the previous school year’s agreement. The Officer will remain the same and it is Officer Encapera. At this time he is asking council to approve the 2011-2012 School Resource Officer Contract

Motion by Glab/Mariscotti to approve the 2011-2012 School Resource Officer contract duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

ADVERTISE FOR PART TIME POLICE OFFICER

Mayor Durdines stated he would like to advertise for part time police both in the Herald Standard and in the Sunday Tribune Review. 

Motion by Bittner/Mariscotti to advertise for part time police officers in the Herald Standard and in the Sunday Tribune Review duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present voting yes.

PATROL RIFLE TRAINING 

Mayor stated he will bring that up again at a later date. He and Chief discussed it this morning and there are some different issues to work out.

HIRING OF FULL TIME POLICE OFFICER

Mayor Durdines asked council to approve the hiring of current part time officer Justin Shultz as a full time police officer. 

Motion by Roberts/Alfano to hire current part time officer Justin Shultz as full time police officer duly carried with Miss Roberts, Mrs. Chambers, Mr. Alfano voting yes and Mr. Mariscotti, Mr. Glab, and Mr. Bittner voting no and Mayor Durdines breaking the tie with a yes vote.

Miss Roberts asked if that includes pending background check and all that stuff. Mayor stated yes.
SOLICITOR’S REPORT – ERNEST DEHAAS

ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE #529

Mr. DeHaas stated in response to the question on the Earned Income Tax “lifetime exemption” he went back to the model ordinance that was provided by the County and it has that same word and after reading it in it’s context he believes that was intended to be “like” because the exemption would apply if a California resident worked in another municipality and it would only apply then if that municipality would provide an exemption such as the one in your ordinance. He believes that was the intention and proposes that you go ahead and adopt it with that correction; the word “life” changed to “like”. 

Motion by Alfano/Glab to adopt Ordinance #529 with the change in the word “life” to “like” duly carried with all members present stating aye.

ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE #530

Mr. DeHaas stated as previously discussed the word “Township” was inadvertently left in and should be changed to the word “Borough” but otherwise this ordinance is ready to be adopted if that is the will of council so with the corrections made in section 2 you would be in the position to adopt the ordinance. Mrs. Chambers stated and that would be to change “Township” to “Borough” and also Mr. Maddiex brought up changing the word “may” to “shall”. Mr. DeHaas stated that is a substantive change and that is up to council.
Mr. Glab stated he thinks it is better to have the latter in this ordinance that we can make some decisions or future councils can make some decisions as how the monies are to be spent as opposed to pocketing into one specific area. He thinks we should leave it as it is

Motion by Glab/Bittner to adopt Ordinance #530 with the change of the word “township” to “Borough” duly carried on a roll call vote with all members present stating aye.

OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Alfano stated he’s sorry to say that he omitted one of the agenda items under his agenda. He failed to report on the code enforcement interviews and we have gotten several applications in and he’s hoping all council persons will have a chance to review them and he put them in order and made some comments. There are three that he feels warranted interviews. He would like everyone to interview them and he would like to get them scheduled in the next week or two. Mrs. Chambers asked everyone read them and evaluate and let Pat know so we can schedule interviews. 

RECOGNITION OF CITIZENS

MR. MADDIEX

Mr. Maddiex would like the warning signs noted in the minutes of the safety committee meeting so it is noted there.

KATHERINE HARDESTY

She stated that she lives on Park Street right above the proposed project of Maund/Pagac and she would like to know why there wasn’t a hearing. We sat up there and waited for the hearing because we all had strong objections to this project. That street can’t hold another person and they want to dump a whole building of students. Mrs. Chambers stated council has asked the solicitor to research and he will let us know. Mrs. Chambers stated first of all you have to standing to appeal. Ms. Hardesty stated why was the original hearing not held and there was a time frame there, so why was that hearing not held in the first place. Mrs. Chambers stated we thought the proper application was not filed. Ms. Hardesty asked if they were notified of that so it could be filed. Mrs. Chambers stated she does not know that. She stated they withdrew the first application they filed the second and the use that they wanted is not permitted in R1, now we have to find out if we are the ones to file an appeal of that or if a citizen or the zoning hearing board files the appeal. She stated we will know that hopefully Monday or Tuesday. Ms. Hardesty stated she guesses what she is asking is if the original would have said that it wasn’t approved then it would have been done and they would have had to appeal that, would they not. Mrs. Chambers stated well the Zoning Hearing Board could not hold that hearing because they can’t change the zoning. Ms. Hardesty stated that’s the whole thing that is why the zoning board opinion would have been that they could not change it. Mrs. Chambers stated this is how this is going to be resolved is to let the lawyers will draw up sides and discuss. Mr. Alfano stated the Zoning Hearing Board cannot change zoning districts. Ms. Hardesty stated she’s not asking for a change she’s asking that they not be approved and she thought that was part of the hearing to have input from people that live in that area. Mr. Alfano stated they had no grounds to go to the Zoning Hearing. Ms. Hardesty stated the thing is there is a thirty (30) day time frame on this and they posted it right before the holiday so we’re already down five or six days so is this going to be done in time. Mrs. Chambers stated yes and we are working diligently on it from the very moment we saw the sign. Ms. Hardesty stated there are a lot of problems with students up there and a lot of it is criminal activity and you can’t blame it on the police because by the time they get there its’ all over with. She stated she has lost 4 cars on that street now due to students vandalizing, jumping on the roof, crashing into it because they were intoxicated. She bought pottery for around her house and they’re throwing Mike’s Hard Lemonade bottles at the pottery. She stated she has put money into her home and her neighbors have done the same and she’s not going to continue to do that if she‘s going to have it overrunned with people drinking and partying and having a great time. She added that she has lived in three college towns now, Indiana, Slippery Rock, and Morgantown which is the party school of the country and they don’t have these problems. At Slipper Rock there is a disorderly house ordinance if there is a party going on and the police come everyone in the house gets a ticket. Across from her house that landlord lives in Taylorstown so he’s not really involved and they’re people sitting on the roof over there being drunk and crazy. One week they went down the road and tore all of the mirrors of the cars. 
LAUREN TUROSIK

Ms. Turosik stated she is a Cal U student and she doesn’t vandalize anything and she also lives in the borough and she is an Americorp student and she is working with Brad Bishop on the River Town Project and she is the liaison between Cal U and the Borough since she lives here. She would like to update council and Brad is continuing to work on his grants and he is also working on the boat dock and they are in the midst of planning the water summit. They are looking at late October or early November for that date and it is going to be held somewhere in the community. Also we’re having make a difference day on October 1, 2011 and there are two parts to this project. They have the river front project team where volunteers from Cal U are going to work on Wyatt Park improving the boat ramp and placing flower planters around town in the business areas to make it look pretty. She also has some advertising that needs done, if anyone needs work done on their house, trims painted, leaves raked, simple things that don’t take too much training to do please contact volunteer@calu.edu and they will get back to you.

JANET MCGINITY

Mrs. McGinity stated she is glad these letters went out to the illegal properties and she hopes that it continues to be enforced. She’s glad something is being done. Second of all she doesn’t know about the Hollywood Theater and if there are any plans for the marquee. Mrs. Chambers stated if she would like to have it she is welcome to it. Ms. McGinity stated whatever goes in there possibly a building that the marquee could be erected there. It was an institution there. Mrs. Chambers stated she spoke to Kerry Fox of the Washington County Redevelopment Authority and they are removing the asbestos as we speak and he tells her in two or three weeks it should come down. They are going to start in the middle and then have both sides implode into the middle. He mentioned the sign and said it is in terrible shape and if anyone wants it they have to remove it, pay to have it restored.  Ms. McGinity asked about the Three Strikes Your Out Ordinance and if the police are called to that house more than 3 times they’re done, they shut them down. That was in the prior ordinance that this one replaced. Mrs. Chambers asked if that was 3 times in a semester, three times in a month, or three times in a year. Ms. McGinity stated just 3 calls and they’re out and they shut them down. 
DAN FOWKES

Mr. Fowkes stated he thinks we’re going to get the parking resolved on High Street. He knows we got some bases in and we’re getting the regular poles next week. That High Street is a very populated are with parking on each side. He thinks they should also look at Sixth Street between Liberty and Union. There were once no parking signs on the one side and it disappeared. Mr. Bittner stated he mentioned that to Jeff just the other day. Mr. Fowkes stated the cars are half and half and you’ll never get a plow through there. They need to park on one side or the other but not both. Mr. Bittner stated there is enough room for them to park on that side but they’re letting their cars hang out if they would pull over far enough over they would be off the road. Mr. Fowkes asked if there has been any more discussions from several months ago until now with that project that was suppose to happen up there on Zulu & Peach. Mr. Alfano stated that guy bought the Cross Street Apartments, that 40 unit building. Miss Roberts stated she heard rumors and they are rumors that will not be built, now that doesn’t mean it’s true. Mr. Fowkes stated his next question is that council voted to refund the money to Maund/Pagac and can you refund the money? Mr. Alfano stated yes if they didn’t have the hearing then he feels it is only fair that they get their deposit back. Mr. Fowkes stated that made him think that if you refunded the money and they didn’t have a hearing, back several months ago when he was here about the Zulu Peach project why wasn’t that considered because the meeting never took place. Mr. Alfano stated there were different circumstances the person that applied for the Zoning Hearing Board had grounds to go to the Zoning hearing and these folks did not. So there were just a different set of circumstances. Mr. Fowkes stated he was just wondering why the $650.00 and after you accepted the money and you cashed the check and you made the deposit can you just turn around and give the money back. Mr. Alfano stated we did the same thing to the Catone family on Ash Street; they made application to go the Zoning Hearing and later found out that there was no remedy through zoning hearing for them to have the hearing so they were refunded as well. Mr. Fowkes asked if there were any correlation between the two. Mr. Alfano stated they are all case by case depending on the circumstances. 
JIM MADDIEX

Mr. Maddiex commented on the Zulu Street saying there may be something going through and maybe not. The seconded thing he stated the three strikes thing came under John Greenlief and for some reason, he’s not sure if it was legal or not, it was dropped and that would be somewhere between 1995 and 1997.

MAYOR DURDINES
Mayor Durdines announced that the radio was installed in the new police car this week. Also that radio and the current radios in the other police vehicles and all the portable police radios and the fire department radios have been programmed to have the California Borough Street Dept. frequency on it. Finally everyone can talk to one another on a common borough frequency.
